Kathy Case concerned about the amount of money going to the west side when there’s more need on the east.  

Brent Landels provided a handout on MLS statistics and commented on sidewalks and roads. 76% of new construction occurred on the east side while 24% was on the west side. SDCs are coming from the east side but not spent there. 
Casey Davis representing Safe Passage NE to express the urgent need for a roundabout at Wells Acres and Butler Market.  

Nancy Stevens a tandem cyclist, was discouraged about the bike routes in early spring making it dangerous. 
Julie Potter was concerned about growth in Bend and safety for pedestrians.  Roundabout, reduce speed, or build a pedestrian bridge. 
Jared Green after losing home in 2010 started a landscaping company. Now there is a lot of work and there are only a few applicants. Affordable housing is a big issue. He asked for help for young working families. 
Kevin English commented on 14th street.
Victoria Comé too much is being spent on west side projects.  Empire and Murphy are so congested, they are a hazard for all.  
Joan Spongberg representing Flashback commented on concerns with eplans. Last year it cost $2500 for barricades. She asked to use wooden barriers in the interior area. 
Kathy Dimont talked about the danger of highway and local street intersections, no speed enforcement, and flashing yellow lights for pedestrian crossings. Empire is a nightmare. 

Carol Ganzer can’t leave neighborhood without using Purcell.  She commented on growth and traffic.  

Eric Hansen provided a letter on sidewalks to nowhere.

Budget Committee vacancy – will make a recommendation at the next meeting. 
Councilor Campbell asked to make every legal effort to encourage women (or greater diversity) to apply for its citizen committees. She’ll work with Mary to bring a recommendation to Council. 
Councilor Campbell announced the City Walls exhibit and reception scheduled for Friday. 
Public Safety meeting, covered eclipse on August 21. Staging center planned for fairgrounds in Redmond. PERS legislation could result in 6-7 commanding officers retiring. 

Councilor Campbell used an example explaining our transportation system needs compared to a cut of $400,000 for a bus at a recent MPO meeting. 

Councilor Boddie met with Senator Wyden and other local medical professionals to discuss ACA repeal.  He also met with Senator Merkley about health policy and infrastructure. He would like to ask staff to look at leveraging Federal dollars, community development block grants, small business loans, clean water state revolving fund, water infrastructure finance act, and water smart project. 
Councilor Moseley commented that the MPO proposal he opposed was for one bus for $400,000 replacing an operational bus. 

Councilor Russell attended the BEDAB meeting where the EDCO plan and budget were adopted.
