Committee Reports
Councilor Campbell – liked the comment on garbage trucks for snow removal. Mr. Abbas reported on research. Garbage trucks were not designed for snow removal and operated by two private companies.  – emergency cold shelter. Mr. King noted this is authorized each year when the temperature drops. Septic to Sewer Committee is working diligently. Local Public Safety Committee 6% budget cut to district court, may have to cut family court. Crisis intervention center is moving ahead with the Sheriff’s Department. Bend Central District event was well received. 
Councilor Livingston met with 3rd graders from Silver Rail Elementary. Charter Review Committee maps available; would like direction from Council. Pink in honor of breast cancer awareness month. 
Councilor Boddie requested a letter to support delaying cuts to Medicaid. He asked for Council support to ask for staff time related to affordable housing policy decisions for rental properties (deposits and application fees). Councilors Abernethy and Campbell supported the request. Councilor Livingston preferred to look for incentive programs. Mayor Roats agreed to send it to the Affordable Housing Committee. 
Councilor Abernethy - Bend Central District, Awbrey Butte Neighborhood Assoc. meeting, met with group from Charter Review Committee. 
Councilor Moseley - Silver Rail, gave away chicken hat, ABNA, Oregon Metropolitan Planning Consortium, transportation rule committee, Aspen Ridge retirement center, Habitat for Humanity launch off of Greenwood, Century Center/Riverwest NA, alt forms of mass transportation, office hours – number of containers on a single family lot, repairing fences that are in the right of way.
Mayor Roats – over 90 applications for the transportation committee, will send to entire council with instructions. Reduce to 40 for interviews.
