Charter Amendment Listening Session

Anne George participated on Charter Review Committee.
Laurie Gould commented against wards.
Roger Sabbadini does not support changing; asked to not put on ballot. If necessary, allow citywide voting. 

Nancy Boever reverse cycles due to high participation in the general election. Seems rushed to put on the May ballot. 
Jason Burge chair of Deschutes County Democrats. Wish there had been public involvement. Difficult task to encourage people to run for office. Ward only voting is discouraging and will only divide city more. Asked Council to not move forward. 
Marlene Barnett asked to slow this down and talk to the community. Why rush to the May ballot?  Why not wait until the 2020 census? 

David Paulson, directly elected mayor will not be representative of the diverse views of Bend. A mayor could win with 21% of the vote if there were 5 candidates. Consider May primary. Process is rushed. Committee was weighted with those who already wanted a ward system and elected mayor. 
Bill Bernardy representing Bend Neighborhood Coalition, supporting the recommendation. Time to have elected mayor as political leader of the city. He asked to strengthen the role of mayor to help implement the vision of the city. 
Rondo commented on how long this issue has been discussed. He stated that the community wants to vote for its mayor. 

Katie Wilson was concerned that the proposal doesn’t get to the issues.  She asked to provide an easier path for those who want to run for office. She did not support removing compensation from the Charter. She asked to slow down to make sure it’s the right decision for Bend. 
Peter Werner stated the easiest thing to do is nothing. If mayor is on the ballot, it should be paid. Ward voting from within ward is dangerous. 

Brent Landels noted that all of the meetings were public. Committee was geographically balanced. He commented on the number of committee members from the west side of town. 
Christine Morgan spoke in support of a ward system. She stated that a lot of people in the NE ward are not represented. 

Don Leonard noted how the comments tonight demonstrate the need for a ward system. 
Council Discussion

Elected Mayor
Mayor Roats liked the idea of a May runoff for Mayor because of the risk of the vote being split among many candidates. 

Councilor Boddie commented on the voter turnout at the presidential election. 

Councilor Russell was also interested in a May primary. 

Councilor Livingston commented on low turnout for a May election. 

Councilor Campbell asked to slow down the process, specifically to determine how much the mayor would be paid. Delay to have first elected mayor in 2020. 
Councilor Moseley liked the idea of elected mayor, 2 year term to ensure responsiveness. A primary would extend the timeline of the election season and increase the cost. 

Councilor Russell stated that a 2 year term resulted in a continual election cycle. A 4 year term allows time to implement policies and goals you ran on. 

Mayor Roats asked what do we want this person to be? Is the expectation realistic to be the political leader of Bend? What are we looking for them to do?

Councilor Abernethy clarified that by putting the question on the ballot the community gets to decide whether we should have an elected mayor. 
Election by Wards
Councilor Moseley supported asking voters if they want wards. He commented on the cost of running being less. 
Councilor Boddie shared his concerns with wards including softer targets for big money and the risk of gerrymandering. 

Councilor Livingston stated the ultimate public input is a vote. 
Councilor Russell said we’re not close enough on wards. She’d like to move ahead with the elected mayor.

Councilor Moseley moved to accept Charter Review Committee recommendation regarding an elected mayor and to direct staff to prepare a resolution for consideration. Councilor Abernethy seconded the motion. Failed 3-4 (Abernethy, Livingston, Moseley supported/Roats, Russell, Boddie, Campbell opposed)
Councilor Russell moved to amend the motion to limit the scope to simply accept the general recommendation for an elected mayor but to have council determine ideas at a separate time. Councilor Boddie seconded the motion. (special meeting)  - withdrawn
Councilor Russell moved to amend the motion to add 4 year term, primary, take compensation out, have election in a presidential election.  - withdrawn
Councilor Russell would like Councilors to all agree.  Asking for one more conversation to address issues raised tonight.
Councilor Russell moved to accept the recommendation for an elected mayor and add this to a future meeting with additional public input.  Councilor Boddie seconded the motion. Passed 4-3 (Roats, Russell, Boddie, Campbell supported/Abernethy, Livingston, Moseley opposed)
Term, when it would take effect, what to do about pay, what do you do if a councilor wants to run for mayor and creates a vacancy. Staff could return with options.
Mayor Roats moved to reconsider.  Councilor Moseley 2nd. Campbell, Russell, and Boddie opposed.
