Lodging Tax Legislation:
Five League of Oregon Cities LCs (See attached. Bills not yet introduced.)
LC 1155: Expands definition of tourism promotion to allow more flexibility in how lodging tax revenues are used 
LC 1947: Provides appropriation for implementing program for state to collect local tax for local governments who choose; $900K loan
LC 1943: Provides appropriation for software to improve state collection of short term rentals that can be accessed by local governments as well to improve enforcement
LC 3368: Clarifies due date of taxes—would provide that tax is due after stay and not when stay is booked; this is the accrual accounting method that is preferred
LC 3369: Revises 30 day exception--provides that exception doesn’t apply when intermediary is used—tax is due always if use intermediary
