Council may in its discretion allow rebuttal by those opposed; 
5) staff comments, if any; 

6) questions from the Council, if any; and 

7) close the public testimony portion of the hearing. If the hearing is not continued or the record is not held open, the Council will then deliberate to reach a decision.
