Julia Kennedy marketing director of Red Chair Gallery and an artist spoke about the effect of events. Down 30% on event weekends and close during some events such as the pet parade. Asked to relocate stage. 

Ray Solley asked to reevaluate the downtown Bend experience. Downtown Bend has found its own personality. 

Steven Draheim, chef owner of Barrio, spoke about the impact of events. He asked the Council to consider recommended changes. 
Paul Grayber has owned a business downtown for 24 years. Customers from out of town don’t know when there are events.

Rick Mikesell building owner downtown opposed to number and type of events downtown. Cost to the building owners. 
Tom and Lisa Quinlavin shared a concern with conflict mediation, Bend Your Body business, threatened by neighbors. Animosity in Bend from long term residents toward new residents. 
Chris Campbell asked for checks and balances with installation of 5G. 

Francesca Roveda shared information she gathered about the dangers of 5G.
