Council may in its discretion allow rebuttal by those opposed; 5) staff comments, if any; 6) questions from the Council, if any; and 7) close the public testimony portion of the hearing. If the hearing is not continued or the record is not held open, the Council will then deliberate to reach a decision.

· Rory Isbel, staff attorney with Central Oregon Land Watch, oppose because it would reduce the size of the Bend Central District, intended to increase housing and employment density
· Brent Lake, didn’t see Planning Commission recommendation of denial in the notice, underpass traffic, has to be solved, impact on students crossing street, improve safety for people in the area
