Public Comment

Councilor Piper - California Fires Climate Action, missing component in this plan

Councilor Piper mentioned the legislative session is scheduled to discuss the climate; could that preempt our work, should we wait for the state? Councilor Goodman Campbell said this was about showing our community about what we could do to reduce our carbon emissions. Councilor Campbell we should not wait, the problem is not waiting. 
Councilor Abernethy in 2007 as mayor signed Kyoto Protocol, proud of the committee and inclusion of students, good faith effort to engage community. From an individual perspective like HES, as a community, not there yet. If mandatory would polarize us more. 
Councilor Goodman Campbell, so proud of community, we can collectively do so much. 

Councilor Livingston is not supportive of the HES, intent of resolution was to make items voluntary. Would like a firm commitment that it would remain voluntary. Don’t know what the budgetary impacts of this plan are for the city. 

Councilor Piper mandatory HES got a lot of people involved, work of BEDAB. Work to make sure it stays voluntary. Educational programs. 

Councilor Campbell worried people in this room will be here when there are no more large mammals, tipping point. One industry against the rest of the community. Compromise for today. Timeline for developing HES. 

Mayor Russell talked about her two daughters in their early 20s and their concern for the climate. Stands strongly behind this work that our community has put together. 

Councilor Goodman Campbell moved to adopt a resolution adopting the Bend Community Action Plan: Climate Mitigation Strategies and Actions: 2020-2025.  Councilor Campbell seconded the motion.

Councilor Piper called the question, passed unanimously.

(amendment to the main motion) Councilor Moseley moved to amend the motion to amend the language in sections L and M (included below). Councilor Livingston seconded the motion. 
(amendment) Voice Vote – All those in favor: Yes 3 (Moseley, Piper, Livingston) No 4 (Campbell, Abernethy, Goodman Campbell, Russell) - failed
The Council finds that home energy efficiency impacts the environment as well as resident living costs.  Council desires to quickly reduce home energy waste, especially for residents living in older homes who often have higher energy costs combined with fixed or low incomes.  Council desires proposals on a program which will identify the oldest neighborhoods and homes in Bend.  The proposal would include a city program which assists residents with identifying potential energy savings and programs which reduce energy consumption.     

M. Newer homes already support better energy efficiency than older homes. Council finds that a program that quickly reduces energy consumption for Bend residents living in older homes will be more effective than an energy score program that indiscriminately applies to all housing transactions.
