Committee Reports
Councilor Livingston moved to direct the City Attorney’s office to prepare a resolution and ballot title referring a measure to the May 2020 ballot for general obligation bonds of approximately $180 million for capital transportation projects, using the $190 million Potential GO Bond project list, created by the council subcommittee based on the Citywide Transportation Advisory Committee project lists, with staff-identified cost savings; also adding $5 million for Intelligent Transportation Systems capital projects, $1 million for transit-enhancing projects, $3 million for the Butler Market interchange frontage road, and an additional $2 million for the local residential safety improvement program. These actions result in an average annual cost to voters of $160-170 per year, compared to the $195 per year that was recently tested. Councilor Moseley seconded the motion.

Councilor Livingston moved to direct staff to bring an accompanying resolution identifying Council’s intended project list, partnering with other agencies to fully fund projects that have been reduced in scale to reach a lower bond amount, identifying oversight mechanisms, and expressing support for additional funding mechanisms for transportation improvements by Council and partners. Councilor Abernethy seconded the motion.
