Public hearing on a resolution to create a process for sale of 24 NW Kansas Ave., declaring the property surplus to the City’s needs, and establishing minimum terms for a sale

Mayor Russell to open/close public hearing - none
Motion 1 Councilor Campbell moved to adopt a resolution declaring certain property surplus and establishing a procedure for the sale of a class of city-owned property. Councilor Abernethy seconded the motion. 

Voice Vote – All those in favor: Yes 5 No 2 (Councilors Moseley and Livingston opposed)
Councilor Livingston said it wasn’t in the city’s best interest to separate this from the other two properties owned by the city. 

Councilor Moseley does not support the sale, it is not in the city’s interest to sell or support an advocacy organization similar to removing membership from the Chamber in 2016.

Motion 2 Councilor Campbell moved to authorize the City Manager to negotiate a sale under the procedures authorized by the preceding resolution, with the current tenant of 24 NW Kansas Street, and to finalize the sale if a minimum sales price of at least $368,030 or $65.00 per square foot is negotiated. Councilor Goodman Campbell seconded the motion. 
Councilor Goodman Campbell moved to amend the motion to postpone a decision on minimum sales price pending an appraisal and negotiation. Councilor Campbell seconded the motion.

Mayor Russell to open/close public hearing - none
Motion 1 Councilor Piper to declare the property located at 62975 Boyd Acres Road surplus to the City’s needs when the City’s Utility Department can be relocated to a new campus, and direct that it be listed with the City’s real estate broker of record at a minimum price of $6,500,000, with the condition that the City may continue to occupy the property through at least December 31, 2025. Councilor Livingston seconded the motion.

Motion 2 Councilor Livingston moved to declare the property located at 62995 Boyd Acres Road, Bend, Oregon, surplus to the City’s needs when the City’s Utility Department can be relocated to a new campus, and direct that it be listed with the City’s real estate broker of record at a minimum price of $1,600,000 with the condition that the City may continue to occupy the property through at least December 31, 2025. Councilor Piper seconded the motion. 

Councilor Campbell moved to amend the motion to include the condition that the funds from the sale of the property go to the neighborhood street safety program. No second. Withdrawn.
