· Kathy Austin, representing Affordable Housing Advisory Committee – allowing for more housing, simplifying parking requirements, maximize buildable lots

· Brittiana Leja ex officio Bend Chamber board member and Bend Young Professionals, accessible and affordable housing goals, adding housing inventory in vibrant environment and transportation

· Moey Newbold, Bend Central District Initiative, spoke about multiple planning efforts in the area, this is just the Bend Central District, staff has done a good job of bringing all of the information together; support the vision to become a healthy, vibrant mixed use neighborhood, connections, public spaces, diversity; Franklin is already a corridor for biking and walking; parking incentives are necessary, keep commercial in district, limit sq footage on ground floor
· Dennis Pahlisch, member of URAB, does not own property in the area, one chance to make a walkable/bikeable area close to downtown; won’t finance if not feasible, need 5-10 years of activity; stick with rec on parking and oppose restrictions on maximums

· Tyler Neese Govt Affairs Director with COAR, provided letter, supports changes, rec sunset provision, BCD designation as Opportunity Zone, HB 4010 changes eligibility, consider opposing for short session
· Greg Hoshrusky haven’t heard anything about planning public transportation in that area

Maximum building size

Councilor Piper moved for the first reading of the Ordinance amending Bend Development Code (BDC) Chapter 1.2, Definitions and Chapter 2.7, Special Planned Districts, Refinement Plans, Area Plans and Master Plans, as recommended by the Planning Commission except with Sections 2.7.3230(F)(1) and 2.7.3240(A)(4)(a-e) amended as proposed by Planning Staff. Councilor Campbell seconded the motion. 

Councilor Livingston moved to amend to remove all building size use maximums. Councilor Moseley seconded the motion. Passed 4-3 (Russell, Campbell and Goodman Campbell opposed)
Councilor Moseley moved to add a 5 year sunset and to add to BDC Code as proposed (1st sentence). Councilor Livingston seconded the motion. Failed 4-3 (Councilors Moseley, Livingston and Abernethy supported)
Councilor Campbell moved to amend to add the proposed findings language. Councilor Livingston seconded the motion. Passed 7-0

Councilor Moseley will vote no because he feels the URAB chair has a conflict.

Voice Vote – All those in favor: Yes 6 No 1 (Councilor Moseley opposed)
7 & 8 For each quasi-judicial agenda item, the following procedure shall govern the hearings, once opened by the presiding officer: 1) The City Council will declare ex-parte communications, including site visits as well as actual and potential conflicts of interests.  Those in attendance will have an opportunity to challenge the disclosures; 2) The City Attorney will explain the procedural requirements, including the “raise it or waive it” rule; 3) A planning staff representative will outline the application and the approval criteria.  This information is also outlined in the staff report which is available to the public; 4) the City Council will hear testimony, receive evidence and consider the testimony, evidence and information already submitted into the record.  City code sets out the following order of testimony: applicant’s presentation; public testimony from those in favor, those neutral, and those opposed, in that order. Council may in its discretion allow rebuttal by those opposed; 5) staff comments, if any; 6) questions from the Council, if any; and 7) close the public testimony portion of the hearing. If the hearing is not continued or the record is not held open, the Council will then deliberate to reach a decision.
