QUESTIONS FOR COUNCILORS TO CONSIDER:

Is there interest by a majority of Council to pursue text amendments or waivers of standards for such proposals?
Is there interest in waiting for HB 4001 decision during the Special Legislative session prior to answering question #1?
Would Council want to meet with the Deschutes County Commissioners to hear from the Central Oregon Veterans Village or HLC?
Is Council interested in exploring funding options (other than CDBG or AHF funds) related to the Central Oregon Veterans Village or HLC requests?

Councilor Campbell asked HLC proposal stated they need electricity to the site

Councilor Abernethy asked about the feasibility chart; what difference does it make to staff time if HB 4001 passes; preempts city’s land use process, it would take a couple of months for staff to get a package ready for public hearings

Councilor Piper would like to wait for clarity on HB 4001; Juniper Ridge is not designated to have any form of camp or housing, so there would be a code change; would this camp include those that are homeless wishing not to focus on transition
Councilor Moseley asked about the Juniper Ridge proposal, specifically regarding transportation
Councilor Goodman Campbell asked if the Veteran’s Village proposal would meet the requirements of HB 4001
Councilor Campbell stated that waiting makes sense

Councilor Livingston would also prefer to wait until HB 4001; more supportive of Veteran’s Village, HLC is more of a proposal and needs more detail

Council directed staff to wait to hear the outcome of House Bill 4001 which would allow for greater flexibility in citing a managed camp before proceeding but generally was supportive of the proposal set forth by the Central Oregon Veterans Organization in partnership with the Bend Hero’s Foundation for a camp of 15 homeless vets on property currently owned by Deschutes County.

Eventually, this part of Bend will not be on the outskirts. No landscaper could ever recreate the beauty of the Ridge and it's outcroppings
· e-mail from Sarah Bodo, BPRD and the City of Bend have a signed IGA for Empire Avenue Corridor Improvements and Northpointe Property that addresses the construction of the road on the east side of PacificCorp’s Juniper Ridge parcel. The agreement indicates that construction of the road will be at the city’s expense, and that the Northpointe park project will not be conditioned to contribute to construction of the road.
