Pandemic Partners

Pandemic Partners-Bend is a Facebook group started on March 12, 2020. The pastors and staff of First Presbyterian Church met to finalize plans for moving worship online due to COVID19, and brainstormed further ways of staying connected and supporting the Bend community in meaningful - but reimagined and distanced - ways. Pastor Morgan Schmidt launched Pandemic Partners-Bend on Facebook that afternoon, and within a day had thousands of Bend folks joining a common cause: Crowdsourcing Kindness so neighbors can help neighbors in the midst of the pandemic. The premise was simple: if you need help, ask. If you can help, then offer. 

Pandemic Partners-Bend is now a community of almost 12,000 members who are crowdsourcing kindness in the midst of this tragedy that has leveled all of us to our humanity. They are bridging those invisible gaps of privilege and power in our society by connecting with each other and realizing that we are all human and worthy of dignity and respect and love. They are seeing our local nonprofits and social service agencies and governments and politicians collaborate more than ever imagined – because all of a sudden, working for the common good means working for the individual good, too. We’re all in this together, and the only way through is by finding ways to be extravagantly accountable to one another: staying home or physically distancing, wearing masks, buying groceries for strangers, taking time to actually see each other and reach out and respond in love when there’s a need. This is how Pandemic Partners is embodying love-of-neighbor in Bend and beyond.
