Land Acknowledgement
We would like to acknowledge that the beautiful land known as Bend, Oregon north to the Columbia River is the original homelands of the Confederated Tribes of Warm Springs. The Confederated Tribes ceded this land in the Treaty of 1855 while retaining regular and customary hunting, fishing, and gathering rights. The Wana Łama (Warm Springs), Wasq’ú (Wasco) and Northern Paiute people inhabited this area in certain seasonal times that clearly established their presence. It is also important to note that the Klamath Trail ran north through this region to the great Celilo Falls trading grounds. This trade route expanded the impact of commerce between Tribal nations. We acknowledge and thank the original stewards of this land. It is our hope that guests continue to honor and care for this land.

· Mathew Krunglevich in opposition of homeless camp; no services near this area, doesn’t consider current property owners or nearby students

· Cindy King BANA letter, light industrial zoning, next to schools and parks, pest control plan; urge Council to look at statement; creation of a Homelessness Task Force with community input and transparency

· Paul Basile when will Council address concerns raised; managed camp – who will be managing, inclusion of BANA and Northpoint HOA board of directors
· Stephannie Krunglevich marginalized to outskirts of town; no services, alienates from community; better locations, low to no barrier options
· Kristina Johnson concerns with temporary shelter in Juniper Ridge, BANA flyer, great need for services, concern for safety of neighborhood

Improved lot: Council previously declared the City Public Works facility on Boyd Acres Road surplus to the City’s needs, when a new public works facility is complete, and set minimum terms. We have been engaged in negotiations with the Bend Parks and Recreation District, and agreement has been reached at the minimum terms set by Council. 
Councilor Livingston moved to authorize the City Manager to enter into a sales contract and take all steps necessary to finalize a sale with Bend Parks and Recreation District for 62975 Boyd Acres Rd, at the following terms: a sale price of $6,500,000, with a closing date in December 2025, with two one-year lease back options, 1% earnest money, and a re-appraisal of the property prior to closing with an allowance for the price to be adjusted up or down up to 10% based on the re-appraisal.  Councilor Abernethy seconded the motion.

Unimproved lot: Council previously declared the vacant lot adjacent to the public works facility on Boyd Acres surplus to the City’s needs and set minimum terms. Previously, Council required a closing date of December 2025 to allow the City to use the property until a new public works facility is completed. 
Councilor Livingston moved to adjust the minimum terms for the property at 62995 Boyd Acres Road to a listing price of $1,600,000, with no requirement for closing to be delayed to 2025, and authorize the City Manager to finalize a sale with the highest offer meeting or exceeding these minimum terms, after listing the property for another 30 days. Councilor Piper seconded the motion.
