Mary Ellen Deckelmann Community Forestry Commission and reinstate Tree City USA.  Make heritage ponderosa pines a priority. 

Tory Junkin own Jackson’s Corner, spoke in support of tree preservation and becoming a Tree City USA again. 

Paul O’Neill, an urban forestry student at OSU, spoke in support of the Tree City USA designation and creation of a tree board. 

Teresa Sabo disturbed by removal of heritage ponderosa pines. She would like to see the native habitat remain. 
Betsy Littlefield, Masters in Forest Resources from OSU, need to create urban forestry board, comprehensive tree code and inventory all heritage trees. 

Christen Brown spoke on behalf of property owners in the area known as the elbow. He requested an area plan for zoning.
Chris Madison, consulting arborist, spoke about trees as a technology. 

Lucas Freeman on behalf of Bend Bikes, asked to think in broader terms for transportation as moving people in a complete network. 
Janet Whitney a member of Safe Passage, advocating for livability and safe roads. The group is asking for a roundabout at Wells Acres and Butler Market.  
Van Schoessler spoke about the outdoor industry as president of the Oregon Outdoor Alliance.  About 100 companies with 535 jobs in the area.  Outdoor Rec Jobs Act directs congress to measure the industry as part of the economy. 
David Felton rents the master room in their rental home on the west side on Air BnB.  His application was denied because the owner does not reside in the home.  He asked to change the code to allow owner occupied and operator occupied.  

John Isaacs public affairs manager for UBER. He supported the vehicles for hire ordinance and changes recommended.  

Keith Scott supported election of a Mayor with at least two years’ experience on the Council.  He suggested relocating offices to expand the council chambers.
