Councilor Livingston supports resolution. One owner is creating a gray area to avoid making improvements. Others have to put in improvements that the use requires.

Recommended motion: I move for a roll call vote on the second reading of the Ordinance amending Bend Code Chapter 9.50, Signs, and Bend Development Code (BDC) Chapters 1.2 Definitions, 2.1 Residential Districts, 2.3 Mixed-Use Zoning Districts, 2.4 Industrial Districts, 2.7 Special Planned Districts, 3.1 Lot, Parcel and Block Design, Access and Circulation, 3.2 Landscaping, Street Trees, Fences and Walls, 3.3 Vehicle Parking, Loading and Bicycle Parking, 3.4 Public Improvement Standards, 3.6 Special Standards and Regulations for Certain Uses, 4.1 Development Review and Procedures, 4.2 Minimum Development Standards Review, Site Plan Review and Design Review, and 4.5 Master Planning and Development Alternatives.
Councilor Livingston for the second reading of the Ordinance amending Bend Code Chapter 9.50, Signs, and Bend Development Code (BDC) Chapters 1.2 Definitions, 2.1 Residential Districts, 2.3 Mixed-Use Zoning Districts, 2.4 Industrial Districts, 2.7 Special Planned Districts, 3.1 Lot, Parcel and Block Design, Access and Circulation, 3.2 Landscaping, Street Trees, Fences and Walls, 3.3 Vehicle Parking, Loading and Bicycle Parking, 3.4 Public Improvement Standards, 3.6 Special Standards and Regulations for Certain Uses, 4.1 Development Review and Procedures, 4.2 Minimum Development Standards Review, Site Plan Review and Design Review, and 4.5 Master Planning and Development Alternatives, as proposed in the February 7, 2018 agenda packet, with the following additional amendments:

Amend BC 9.50.060(C)(3)(b) to change the 60 day limit for temporary signs to 90 days.

Retain BC 9.50.190(B)(1)(a), which allows replacement of a nonconforming sign that is damaged by causes beyond the control of the owner.

Amend BDC 2.1.1000(B)(1)(a) to add that the sidewalk or trail connecting a multifamily development to a park cannot cross an arterial or collector street.

Strike the proposed BDC 2.1.1000(B)(4) requiring storage facilities for multifamily dwelling units

Amend BDC Table 2.1.200, Permitted and Conditional Uses to be consistent with the revised home business section.

Amend BDC 2.7.3220 to permit production uses as an outright permitted use instead of a conditional use permit. Amend BDC 3.6.200(B)(3)(c) to clarify that the size of an ADU is measured from inside the external walls.

Councilor Russell seconded the motion.
