Councilor Russell - In executive session on November 15, 2017, Council discussed market value for Lot 5 in Juniper Ridge and authorized City staff to negotiate with a potential buyer.  Negotiations have completed within the price range authorized by Council. The City reached an agreement to sell Lot 5 to Kevin Spencer, for $6.76 per square foot, for a total sales price of $458,295.00. Mr. Spencer has worked with Cascade Integration and Development, Inc. to construct a building for that company to use for its operations on Lot 5.  Mr. Spencer has now proposed to potentially assign his rights under the sales contract to Cascade Integration and Development, Inc.  

Pursuant to the program and policy adopted on June 21, 2017, for selling the lots at Juniper Ridge, I move to ratify the contract for the sale of Lot 5 on substantially the same terms as those just outlined, entered into by the City Manager on November 21, 2017, and subsequent negotiated amendments, and to approve assignment of the contract as amended to Cascade Integration and Development, Inc., if requested by the buyer.
