· Craig Lacey, Mirror Pond fact finding. The economics of the dam aren’t good, if you consider environmental concerns, the project would be losing $500,000/yr.
· Rondo commented on our vital Deschutes. We need our river to be healthy. 

· Garry Sanders owner of Peak Flow Consulting in Redmond, assisting Mirror Pond Solutions on permitting. Environmentally, algae grows in the shallow water, the depth is a critical limiting factor. 

· Ron Federspiel supported movement forward on Mirror Pond to find a solution to this problem. 

· Chris Telfer when she was on Council voted to keep Mirror Pond a pond. How do we restore it an preserve it? As a state senator worked with the Bureau of Reclamation. Kudos for moving forward and putting together a work group. 

· Bob Grim thank you for working on this, lives near 1st St. Rapids. Two opposed sides as to what should happen with this issue. Would like to sit down and talk about it, figure out what to do and get it done to have a healthy river.
· Gary Fish appreciates Council participating to help this situation. Mirror Pond is the single icon that represents the City of Bend. Look out for what is best for the health of the river.

· Keith Scott speed bumps are needed in Woodriver Village, school safety and firearms checks, expansion of the Council Chambers, roundabout signage is needed, neighborhood safety program, Mirror Pond silt should be removed.
