· The City Council’s goals and work plan are focused on the land use & infrastructure policy work needed to implement the new UGB and infill areas

· Council is looking to the Planning Commission to assist with that effort by providing policy recommendations 

· Public Involvement

· The Bend Public Involvement Guide that the Planning Commission worked on with staff and a consultant is a great tool for the city to rely on as issues arise and we determine the best way to engage with the community

· Council appreciates that work and the guidance provided- It will inform our future outreach efforts

· As the City’s Citizen Involvement Committee on land use, the Council needs assistance in reviewing and making recommendations on items such as: Public Facility Plan Updates, Transportation System Plan updates, Annexation codes, Master Plan applications, Land Use items aimed at housing issues and similar items.

· Development Activity

· With the uptick in development activity, Council needs the Commission to focus on project level public involvement

· It is likely that the volume of applicant driven proposals like master plans and waterway overlay zone reviews will increase and we need the Planning Commission to be responsive to those applications in a timely fashion.

· Conclusion

· The City Council has tasked the City Manager and by extension, staff and the Planning Commission with a large amount of land use projects that are accompanied by a community involvement process, primarily public hearings.  

· Council will be best served by the Planning Commission’s focus on its Goal 1 obligations by holding the public hearings associated with those items and making well informed recommendations to the Council.  Further, the Council will rely on the Planning Commission to assist with our Goal 2 obligations in reviewing and making recommendations on specific applications and policy matters (assuring proposals and policies are consistent with the Comprehensive Plan and that decisions are based on an adequate factual basis).  
Planning Commission can help involve community and gather input.

Council Action and Reports
Council previously authorized the City Manager to negotiate with a potential buyer for Lot 4 in Juniper Ridge in executive session and received evidence of the market value at that time.  Negotiations have completed within the price range authorized by Council.  The City is under contract, subject to Council approval, to sell Lot 4 to Don Thuren and/or Assigns, for $5.75 per square foot, for a total sales price of $421,000.  Pursuant to the program and policy adopted on June 21, 2017 for selling the lots at Juniper Ridge. 
Councilor Livingston moved to authorize the City Manager to execute and finalize the sale, on substantially the same terms as those just outlined. Councilor Campbell seconded. Passed 7-0.
