Septic to Sewer Listening Session (2 hrs.)

· Dana Billingsley object to recommendation, was promised sewer when annexed

· Frank Friesen opposed, promises made when annexed
· Leslie Miner watch the video from Saturday

· Scott Johnson on the committee, supportive of movement on this, take leadership

· Dennis Smith take time and help those with failing systems
· Rebecca Tatum sewer is a public service, cost should be shared by all

· Robert Larkins wrong to place a portion of a large municipal project on a small group of people
· Jim Keller observed a number of septic replacements in the last 15 years, most would like to connect – cost and trust are the issues; continue effort, determine level of city participation, complete engineering, include private laterals in an LID, clearly explain LID process
· Denise Trowbridge be the Council to unite our City rather than divide it

· Cynthia Westphal septic pumped in mid 90s, told then sewer would come in 3 years, tank is not in very good shape. The longer it takes the harder it will be.
· Michael Lueck opposed to report, $25,000 is unreasonable for homeowners to pay, City needs to find a way to support infrastructure, waive SDCs, tax increment financing, exception to 300 ft. rule, look at new construction

· Curt Brewer not in the area but know it will come soon, signed to annex in order to build home, property owners have already paid, fund small crew to complete over the next 20-30 years
· Ami Zepnewski share cost with the entire community, even with the STEP program it’s an extra $250/mo. please consider impact on 10% of Bend
· Gail Kamna large lots, reserved drain fields, and many have concrete tanks; is STEP and LID a priority? If so, include all septic homes. Multiple payment methods.
· Keith Phar not in the area, neighborhood built in late 90s with about 22 homes on septic; listen closely to the technical committee and recommendations – there are 2200 other homes to implement
· Diane Walton shared information about pumps, decommission septic tanks; $25,000 is not acceptable
· Kai Openshaw, not in study area, need to connect and receiving bids of $60,000-120,000
· Amber Hudspeth spoke to $25,000 maximum, won’t be assessed until final, ORS says LID could be higher
· Cindy Carrillo newcomer to Bend, if a septic system fails the whole community suffers, it’s a problem for the entire community
· Trudi Aemett outside of the study area, provided an example where interest free lien was put on the property; paid back when homeowner moved

· Katie Turner note how many people are concerned enough to attend

· Mary Fleischmann this is the City’s problem, not mine; stop supporting growth until you can plan
· Dale Berriager remodeled in 2013 including work on septic system; city and county wouldn’t allow partial drain field

· Rich Travis city responsibility when there were more federal funds available, pains and cost of growth should be paid by all; look at what other cities have done to come up with an equitable plan
· Mary Welch spoke about the impact on retired people on a fixed income; feels like government is bullying us
· Ben Holloway on-line communication has been great, sewer is the solution for long term; recognize 20 years of neglect
· Phil Henderson a very expensive solution to a problem we may not have; depth of water is 375 feet; lobby Salem about the 300 ft. rule
· Bruce Rosenquist not in study area but will be impacted in the future, hope you listen

· Beth Larsen, why am I responsible for paying for sewer under public streets?
· Ralph Buracchio suggested establishing a lottery and dedicating the money to this project; most cannot afford

· Mathew Palmer just purchased home and had no idea this was coming; difficult for homebuyers and sellers
· Heather Kennedy if government is going to win, advocate for the STEP fee; cost will influence decision to have a child
· Lauralyn Eimans committee was asked to find a way to get us to pay for the sewer
· Amber Hudspeth commented on potential costs, concerned they will end up higher on the end
· Don Thompson asked about tax increment financing; read definition of blighted
