Councilor Campbell noted the Rural Fire Protection District, response times are below 7 minutes, which is remarkable.  Improvements are being made to the Tumalo station. Parking Committee is moving on to Citywide studies. Septic to Sewer is meeting.
Councilor Campbell moved that we the Bend City Council shall draw up and instruct the mayor to sign the following letter: we the Bend City Council support you the City Council of Charlottesville Virginia in your courageous decision to remove the statue of Robert E Lee.

Your citizens should be proud that they have elected a council which chooses the path which arcs towards justice. Councilor Boddie seconded the motion.  – after discussion Councilor Campbell withdrew her motion.  
Councilor Campbell attended the Deschutes Republican meeting and met a Veteran with a business, War Fighter Outfitters, helping other Veterans.  

Councilor Livingston reported on the Affordable Housing Committee.  Septic to Sewer met last week.  He met with several neighborhood associations, which are feeling unheard. He asked if BEDAB could help connect Veterans to employment options.  Downtown parking enforcement on long vehicles – Council policy direction on what determines an oversized vehicle in the stalls.
Councilor Boddie raised the request for Tree City USA.  Mr. King said the plan is to work on a MOU with the Parks District.  A bigger issue is the tree board.  He recommended Council remain as the tree board.  
Councilor Abernethy attended the COIC board meeting, moving forward with a strategic plan.  Attended first meeting of the Charter Review Committee.  Met with the DA and Police Chief.  Attended a function with Belluno, Italy.  Move Bend meeting.  

Councilor Moseley met with neighborhood associations, heard about trees, parking, downtown safety.  Parking Committee, discussion about the ability for commercial districts and residential districts to create parking districts.  MPO met regarding transportation RFP to help with the TSP. 

Councilor Russell shared ideas to hear from neighborhood associations including better dialogue.  BEDAB discussed Juniper Ridge. ODOT Growth Program Advisory Committee, Matt Garrett, Director discussed the connection between transportation and affordable housing.
